	Lesson Objectives:  Introduce the meaning of a+b and simple substitution.

                                Draw shapes of 2a, a+b, 2a+3b etc.

	Resources:  Algebra Flash Cards, PFI kit, Y6 Algebra Easiteach lesson, A and B tiles, Square paper.

	Starter
	Main
	Plenary

	Use flashcards y=2, w=5, c=3, k=10, e=7, t=0.5

Pick up or point to 2 cards and ask pupils to write down on their whiteboards

· What is y+w, k-e, k+w-c?

· Who can use the letters to get an answer of….?

· What are three lots of w?

· What are two lots of c plus k?
	Using the square and triangle A and B tiles on easiteach ask pupils if they could make a shape of 

· A+B, 3A, 4B etc

Ask pupils to see how many different shapes of 3A and 4B they can draw on their squared paper. 

Draw their shapes on the left hand side of the paper leaving the right hand side of the paper blank.

How many different shapes of 2A+B, 3A+2B can they make?

Ask them in pairs to record their shapes neatly on squared paper.

Draw their shapes on the left hand side of the paper leaving the right hand side of the paper blank.


	Ask a pupil to come up to the board and make 2A

Now if the area of A=10  what is the area of the total shape?

Do the same thing with 3B and 2A+4B.
