	Starter
	Main
	Plenary

	· Round the clock activity
· Pupils are to write down the number that you have multiplied the central number by.  They have one minute to write down as many as they can

· Clocks are set up for x5, x6 and x7
	Activity 1
Using the tablet PC, ask pupils to complete the journey given an expression such as 3a + 4u  + 5a and 4a + 2u + 3a + 5u.
Discuss how to find the short journey from start to finish.

Pupils are then given some expressions to simplify by drawing the  journeys.

At this point 5a + 2u – 3a is introduced.

Activity 2
· Given the expression and the simplified expression with terms missing, pupils need to find the missing parts.
· Differentiation by the difficulty of the problem and the amount of negatives as they work through.


	Silent Noughts and Crosses.
Split the class into two halves.

Pupils are asked to pick a number between 1 and 9.

The teacher then reads out a question like 3a + 2u + 10a and pupils must write down on their whiteboards what they think the simplified answer is.

The teacher goes with the majority vote.

If they get the answer correct then they put a X or a O in their square.

If anyone speaks when they are not supposed to the other team automatically get that square.
