D. The straights on a running track are 120 m long and 80 m apart.  A runner completes one circuit of the track in 1 minute.

E. The diameter of a roundabout is 1.3km.  A car takes 45 seconds to drive once round the roundabout.

F. 72km in 12 minutes

G. A runner completes a 100m race in 10.6 seconds

H. A rectangular field is 24km long and 12km wide.  It takes a farmer 3 hours to travel around the perimeter of the field checking the fences.

I. 20km in 9 seconds

J. 200 metres in 28 seconds

K. 9 miles in 8 minutes

L. In 2004 Hicham El Guerrouj completed to 1500m race at the Olympic Games in 3 min 34.18s

M. An animal travels half a kilometre in 25 minutes

N. 84 miles in 1hour 13 min 28 sec

O. The mean radius of Mercury from the sun in 58 million kilometres.  It takes 88 days for Mercury to go around the sun.

P. Average speed of 56 km/h

Q. Average speed of 2 m/s

R. Eurostar travelled 330km from London to Brussels in 2 hours 20 minutes.
